GenerloT (Generating and Deploying Lightweight, Secure and Zero-overhead Software for
Multipurpose loT Devices) aims to bridge the development and operations lifecycles by delivering
DevOps for secure loT systems. This will follow a Model Based Systems Engineering (MBSE)
approach that ensures consistent system models for software implementation, device hardware
and communication channels.
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
